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SKYWARN Net Protocol 

Before Net is formally announced and at net controllers’ discretion: 

“At this time I am accepting check-ins for this afternoons (evenings) event.  Please announce your call sign.  When calls cease I will ask each call sign copied for their current spotting location and clarify any mistakes in copying the call sign.“ 

 (Take call signs and location… Do not write these in log)

To activate a formal SKYWARN Net, broadcast the following on both frequencies.

QST QST QST

“This is WX5TUL at the National Weather Service in Tulsa.”

“We will now be initializing a controlled net on this frequency to remain in effect until a formal conclusion is announced.”

*  “During this controlled net, ALL calls should be directed to WX5TUL and only significant weather information is of interest.  This information includes:

1.  Dime size or larger hail

2.  Estimated wind speeds of 50 MPH or higher

3.  Rotating wall cloud(s)

4.  Supercellular Structure

5.  Flash Flooding


”We will also be prompting for specific information if necessary throughout the event”


“Thank you all for your assistance.  My name is (your name) and I will be your net controller for this event.“

(Repeat from “*” to line “5” when necessary or about every hour.)

(CONT…)





Concluding an event:

“This is WX5TUL at the National Weather Service in Tulsa.”

“The severe weather threat for E. Oklahoma and Western Arkansas has diminished (Add information about event: “the storms near Miami have dropped below severe levels”), therefore we will be concluding the SKYWARN Net at this time and returning all machines back to normal amateur operation.”

“Thank you very much to all the spotters involved in tonight’s event and have a great (weekend, evening, day, etc.).”

“WX5TUL Tulsa Weather Clear.”
